Guidelines and Categories Pikes Peak Camera Club Fall Scavenger Hunt 2010:

The 2010 scavenger hunt traces it origin to the days when we loaded one roll of 36 image slide film into our camera and did the best we could to come up with 3 images in 10 different categories, 30 images total (6 throw aways).  Now we use our digital camera.  But, we still can press the shutter button only 36 times to come up with the 30 images to submit.  We do not want to tie up your digital camera for the entire three-week period so the 36 images do not have to be consecutive, but you only get 36 opportunities.  Before you click you must decide that the upcoming click will be one of your 36 images.  A judge will select your top two scoring images from your three submissions in each category.  You can submit zero, one, two, or three images per category.  Best to have at least two presentable images in each of the 10 categories.

The scavenger hunt is for photographers only; no post click processing is allowed.  No cropping, no editing, no nothing - must be used as is.  Also, no "non designated" test shots of the subject prior to a "designated" shot.  The scavenger hunt is meant to be a challenge, but the main idea is to have fun.

The Scavenger Hunt is separate from monthly competition; you may submit your Scavenger Hunt gems in the future.

The 10 categories:

1 - cloud(s)

2 - something colorful

3 - a happy (or sad) face.  Two eyes and a mouth, either naturally occurring or made up as in two apples and a banana

4 - an unusual sign

5 - a senior citizen 

6 - a portrait of a person or an animal.  Head or head and shoulders

7 - photojournalism.  Tell a story with your image

8 - photo at an event.  Include at least one person

9 - hand(s) or foot (feet)

10 - outdoor Colorado

Idea is to go on a self-directed shoot and be able to take pictures in more than one category.  For example, I believe a balloon festival shoot could cover all 10.

Label the photos as follows:

Category number (i.e. 3).title (car smile).your name.jpg

example:  3.carsmile.billstanley.jpg

You may start the shoot on September 1.   End date is September 21.  If possible, please email your images to Bruce - badufresne@comcast.net - prior to September 21.  (You may have to send several email attachments.)  You may also bring a memory stick to the September 21 travelogue.
